Golf Course News
 
Even with the high temperatures and dry conditions our course has held up very 

well. A solid maintenance program is key for the survival of tough times. As a 

turf manager, there are many things you would like to do to make a course more 

playable, but a lot of them are just not practical for the overall health of the turf.  

I hope everyone has been satisfied with the course conditions this season and 

have enjoyed your time on the course. It is always our goal to make the course 

as challenging and fair as possible. 

 

One of our issues this season has been goose and crabgrass on the putting 

surfaces. Most greenkeepers have a window of opportunity that we apply our 

products in and hope for the best. Some years you have really great results; 

some years you do not. These particular weeds are warm season annuals with no 

chemical control once they are present. The only means of removal is by cutting 

them out and we have been doing our best to get them in check. With that in 

mind, not all the marks on the greens are ball marks; many are where weeds 

have been removed by hand.  The good thing about annual weeds is that they 

will self eliminate at the end of the season and we will once again have our chance for chemical prevention 

in the spring. 

 

We are continuing to lose trees. The majority are Pine, although the Oak trees also have a pest that is 

contributing to their decline. There has been no real successful chemical control for the problem. It seems our 

best defense is to replant proven resistant varieties. Thanks to all of you that have donated funds to our Tree 

Renewal Program. 

 

Our sand bunkers are just not in good enough shape. We will continue improving our bunkers with the 

addition of sand, addressing drainage issues and cleaning the edges for definition. I hope everyone gets out to 

enjoy the Club during the Fall season.  Itôs a beautiful place to spend the day. If you have any questions or 

comments, please let me know.
